T his house should be

enjoyabletovisit...

Here, the atmosphere should
attract the citizens. A cultural
ambiance that makes people feel
comfortable, but by no means
stagnant. Here, people should
be able to take a stand for or
against trends and movements
in art and culture. Debated and
shared, in meetings and over
coffee. This should be a nice
place to visit.

These words were spoken by the then
mayor of Reykjavik, Birgir Isleifur Gunnarsson,
in a catalogue for the first exhibition opened in
anew art building in Reykjavik, 24 March 1973.
The exhibition contained works by Jéhannes S.
Kjarval and the building was soon after named
after the artist and called Kjarvalsstadir.

Kjarvalsstadir was the first building erected
specially to display and preserve artin Iceland.
The building is an architectural wonder, worth
paying attention to. It's design and operation
have through the years been hotly debated,
people's opinions coloured by the Zeitgeist
eachtime. For example, the galleries’ ceiling
was a bone of contention for years, whether
it prevented proper display of the artworks
or was a brilliant solution. The ceiling's form
is very striking, it brings daylight into the
galleries without bathing the art in direct light.
Now, decades after these disputes have been

laid to rest, the ceiling has been recognised
as an architectural masterpiece and one of
the distinctive features of the building, in the
magnificent style of architect Hannes Kr.
Davidsson. Kjarvalsstadir remains a unique
testiomy to Nordic modernism in architecture,
with focus on untreated, natural material and
exposed concrete.

A lot has changed in the 50 years since
Kjarvalsstadir opened. The building is now run
by Reykjavik Art Museum, a part of a powerful
ensemble of museums in the city, along with
Asmundarsafn and Hafnarhus. It is Reykjavik Art
Museum's mission to collect, preserve, examine
and communicate art, allowing the people and
visitors of the city to see what is happening in
the art world. Now, the collection has more than
seventeen thousand artworks of all types, a
large part of that being the individual collections
of artists Kjarval, Asmundur Sveinsson and
Erro, but there are also 4517 works by Icelandic
artists from different periods, mostly after 1973,
when Kjarvalsstadir opened. The museum
collection also has numerous works by 189
foreign artists with international careers and
connections to the museum or to Icelandic
nature and culture.

The artworks are undeniably the foundation
of the museum's operation, most visible in the

research, publications and exhibitions of the
works of Kjarval, Erré and Asmundur. Reykjavik
Art Museum, and its different locations, plays
animportantrole as a stage for working artists,
where their work, their goals and their ideas
canreach the masses. In that way, the museum
is a platform where people can reflect upon
themselves and their contemporary times in the
ideas of the artists.

Much has changed in the last 50 years
regarding the museum scene, the working
environment of artists, and concerning visitors'
expectations towards communication, service
and access. However, the words spoken at the
launch of its operation half a century ago are
still valid. The museum buildings of Reykjavik
Art Museum should be enjoyable places to visit,
never still or silent.

Thus, itis the museum'’s guiding light to
present as a vibrant and progressive scene with
an opportunity to get acquainted with diverse
art and experience the complex context of
artistic creation.

Kaleidoscope—Reykjavik
ArtMuseum's collection

Kaleidoscope is the heading of a series of
exhibitions where we examine art from Reykja-
vik Art Museum'’s collection. This year, we cele-
brate 50 years since the museum's first location
was formally opened at Kjarvalsstadir. To mark
this occasion, special attention is paid to the
museum collection, with an opportunity to view
and display treasures therefrom. The museum
belongs to the city of Reykjavik and therewith
its citizens. This is an opportunity to become
acquainted with its collection.

Presently, the museum collection holds
over seventeen thousand registered artworks
of all types and created in various media, from
sketches and drafts by Kjarval to contemporary
works by emerging and established artists.

A kaleidoscope is a toy that disintegrates
the conventional visual field and offers an
opportunity of looking at reality in a fragment-
ed pattern. Similarly, an art museum’s collec-
tion can never be viewed exceptin parts, in
various constructions and different context.
At the same time, the museum collection
can never be anything but a fragmentary se-
lection of art creation in any given period, and
people’s view of the works affected by the
Zeitgeist of the time.

There will be three Kaleidoscope exhibitions;
Kaleidoscope of the 20" century is presented
at Kjarvalsstadir on 25 March, Kaleidoscope of
the 215t century in Hafnarhuds on June 6™, and
Kaleidoscope of international art from the col-
lection is in Hafnarhus until 7 May.

The exhibition Kaleidoscope: International
Collection, has interesting artwork from dif-
ferent periods. As well as work by artists who
have stayed in Iceland for long periods of time,
there are pieces by artists like Carolee Schnee-
mann and Jean-Jacques Lebel, who are here
because of their connection to Erré and his
generous donations to the museum. This also
includes a special donation of works of Fluxus
artists. There is plenty to choose from and
definitely lots to see. Among featured artists
are Dale Chihuly, lan Hamilton Finlay, Roni Horn,
Patrick Huse, Bernd Koberling, Alicja Kwade,
Kazumi Nakamura, Yoko Ono, Karin Sander,
Lawrence Weiner and Barbara Westman.

The exhibition Kaleidoscope: Icelandic 207
Century Art gives an insight into Icelandic art
during the last century through the part of our
cultural heritage that is preserved at Reykjavik
Art Museum. It contains around two hundred
pieces from the museum collection and is divid-

ed between the East and West Galleries, by the
year 1973, when Kjarvalsstadir was opened. The
exhibition contains works by many of Iceland'’s
foremost artists, works that are well-known as
well as others that have rarely been displayed
and will surprise many.

Kaleidoscope: Icelandic 27t Century Art
will be opened in Hafnarhus in the beginning
of June, and there will be presented a selection
of works the museum has acquired in the last
two decades. The museum collection spans
as much as possible the breadth and new
emphasis that can be found in the Icelandic
art scene, with works by well-known artists of
our time as well as the works of younger and
upcoming artists.

What would the entries in Reykjavik
Art Museum'’s collection look like if they
came to life?

This year marks 50 years since the opening
of Kjarvalsstadir Museum and the start of
Reykjavik Art Museum's operation as we know
it today. On this occasion, artist Hildigunnur
Birgisdottir was invited to scrutinise the
collection, which contains over seventeen
thousand entries of artworks, drawings and
sketches of various origin. Hildigunnur was
given free rein to explore the collection and
see what characterises it on a yearly basis.
Hildigunnur considered the museum collection
one large, organic mass, from which she
extracted facts that interested her, such as the
number of works, types, circumference, gender
balance, media etc.

Following her scrutiny and review,
Hildigunnur has now elicited certain viewpoints
that she then objectifies, brings to life and
displays in an artistic manner, by creating
particular museum collection figurines. The
figurines look and behave differently, depending
on which year they represent, and are different
in size and shape, based on new collection
additions each year. These figurines are true
Kvikyndi, which Hildigunnur has created in
collaboration with QUAD studio, a company that

specialises in computer-generated, 3D images
for the art and culture sector.

The result is over 50 Kvik-yndi—one for each
year but also special Kvik-yndi for the works of
Erro, Kjarval, Asmundur Sveinsson and Alfred
FIoki, as their individual collections are relatively
extensive. The museum collection is a treasure,
a well of knowledge that Reykjavik Art Museum
preserves, examines and communicates.
Butitis also quite unpredictable —full of side
stories, paradoxes, strange coincidences and
surprising facts. It has a lot to tell us, but also
raises new questions.

Artist Hildigunnur Birgisdottir graduated
from the Iceland University of the Arts in 2003
and lives and works in Reykjavik.

she encourages the viewer to question the
balance between perception and reality. She
often looks at insignificant things, like caps
from a keyboard, plastic clips or spray bottles,
selecting each one based onits simplicity or
existence. By presenting prosaic items in new
materials and sizes, Hildigunnur underlines
their familiar properties and at the same time
questions their utility value.

Reykjavik Art Museum's staff is a diverse
group of individuals —both behind the scenes
andin the reception of Hafnarhus, Kjarvalsstadir
and Asmundarsafn. The staff ensures that the
museum operation runs smoothly, and visitors
can enjoy the numerous exhibitions and events
that the museum offers each year. Presently,
there are 61 members of staff working 26 full-
time equivalent units.

In 2022, almost 250 thousand people visited
the museum for its 16 exhibitions in the three
buildings and to enjoy the 212 events open to
the public and 122 special events. Venue hire
for various private receptions and events is a
lively part of the museum. Last year almost 12
thousand students visited the museum to learn
about its exhibitions and collection. Reykjavik
Art Museum'’s collection contains around
17.300 registered works, of which 188 are
outdoor artworks preserved by the museum.

The Museum Staff

The museum director is responsible for the
management and operation of the museum,
including budget and work schedules,
personnel matters and executing the decisions
made by the Culture and Tourism Council,

and city hall. The museum director organises
the exhibitions and is in charge of other
professional museum operation.

Reykjavik Art Museum has four departments
that work closely together and form a strong
and ambitious whole.

The Department of Exhibitions and Public
Engagement controls all communication by
the museum: exhibitions, educational activities,
programs and events.

The Department of Administration
and Visitor Services
Supervises and is responsible for the museum'’s
finances with the authority of and in consultation
with the museum director; budget planning;
interim financial settlements; summary and
analysis of financial information. The department
also supervises the daily management and
services of all parts of the museum, as well as
beingin charge of its human resources.

The reception team at Reykjavik Art Museum
operates the front desks and the galleries
of the three museum buildings every day,
greeting museum visitors warmly and offering
information and guidance about the exhibitions.
