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Contemporary Icelandic Design

The title of the exhibition, Magma, refers to
contemporary design in lceland as a living and
powerful magma that does not view boundaries or
origins as obstacles, but rather the starting point of
movement and opportunity. This sizzling magma is a
resource and an undercurrent that reflects the status
of design in Iceland today, and the force within it.

Today there are over one thousand designers in Iceland
and their number s growing. These are architects,
graphic designers, fashion and clothing designers,
landscape architects, furniture and interior designers,
product and industrial designers, in addition to several
specialised designers. Some work in broad areas and
have even been trained in several different design
disciplines. The field of aperations Is also diverse. Many
work in their own individual studios, others with
companies, and some run design studios. These peoples’
waorks put their mark on lcelandic society, but they are
also a part of the international market that Icelandic
designers lock to for bigger context for thelt works.

The exhibition is meant to display the works of
conternporary lcelandic designers, and also to enhance
the viewers understanding of what design is, where it
comes fromand what the ideas are behind the works.
The waorks on the exhibition come from different
directions and reflect diversity, contrasts, and fusion
of different aspects, such as the national and the
international, the mechanical and the organic, nature
and city, tradition and originality.

The curator, Gudrin Lilja Gunnlaugsdattir, designer,
studied in the Furniture Manifacturing Department of
the Reykjavik Technical College from 1991 to 1994, and
visual art at Akureyrl School of Visual Art between
2000 and 2002, She then went on to study design in
Holland and graduated with a Masters degree from
the Design Academy in Eindhoven in 2004, Gudran
Lilja has been runining a design studio in Reykjavik,
Studio Bility, since 2005 and has participated in
numerous exhibitions worldwide. She recelved the
lcelandic Visual Arts Awards 2006 for her designs.

All In all there are works by eighty designers and design
teams, in addition to innovative projects by five
designers, created especially for this occasion, The
exhibition is a collaboration between Reykjavik Art
Museum and Iceland Design Forum, with generous
support from Straumur-Burdaras and the Ministries of
Industry and Commerce, and Is a part of the Reykjavik
Art Festival 2007, An extensive catalogue for the
exhibition is avallable,
