In the context of art and cultural history, the ward
“safn” in Icelandic, hos o twofold meaning. *Sofn”is,
on the one hand, a museum, a building open fo the
pulbdic, in which works of art or objects are displayed
and preserved. On the olher hond, “safn” refers o a
collection - the works of art or objects occumulated
and preserved in the instifution. Whether “safn” is
seen as a bullding or a collection, it has symbalic
meaning and embodies cultural power. This power
has inspired many artists 1o consider both, the value
of art and the viewer os a part of a social entity,

Hiynur Hollsson's work, OUT/IN, is an
Investigation of the museum as a semantically loaded
site, The arlist seeks fo highlight the conventions and
the experiences of viewers in fhe Iradifional space
of the museum. This Hallsson does by laking works
of art out of their “natural habilal® of the exhibition
space and bringing in fo the museums objects that
are not defined as works of individual artists, For this
purpose, Hallsson borrows works from the collection
of the Reykjavik Art Museum to exhibit them at stores
and other establishments of service ond goods in
the city center. He then takes exchange objects, fram
these some ploces and exhibils them in the museum
as works of art. The objects, in both cases, are then
put inta new contexts, thus chollenging received
ideas about what kind of sites are suilable for works
of art, worthy of being collected and preserved for
“oll elernity”, The viewer's experience of the works
is, then, partly destabllized as he hasn't the social
references and codes of conduct shaped by the
museum for centuries.

Since before the middle of the 20th century the
concep! of the while cube has been dominant in the
represeniation of arl in museums and other exhibition
spaces - uniqueworks in o neutral space. The idea
of neutrality hos developed in the lost decodes ond
contemporary museums are often the spatial and/
or conceplual premises of the works exhibiled there
Haollson's work is of this kind; he chollenges neutrality
and inviles the viewer lo experience and evaluole the

wiorks in a context far removed from the environment
of the museum. This approach nol only asks
questions thol relate bo the semantically loaded site of
the museum, but alsa broaches questions that have
1o do with the viewer's experience of arl. Under wha
circumstances do people allow themselves 1o look for
the inner confext or the true value of objects?

The objects Hallsson has selected o exhibi in
the museum are either ordinary commaodities, sold
in stores, or objects reloted fo the senvice sector, and
therefore have a sirong reference to the consumer
society, o phenomenon that the museum tends 1o
distance itself from. When the objects have enlered
the musaum they are frealed as art and presented
in line with the profocols and rules of the museum
The users of services and consumers in down-fown
stores usually look af these mundone objects as
commonploce, quite emply of meaning. The site,
however, unavoidably offects this offiiude. The
atmosphere of the museum in an exhibifion like the
present one, in which procticol objects ore brought
into the museum, are not necessarily different
from many contemporary exhibitions in which
readymades are seen as orl, or used to form a porl of
awork of or - albeit under different banners.

Hiynur Hallsson furns the museum upside-down
and disseminales works of art throughout the ciy
center. He goes on la import ordinary objects info the
museum where they are then put on a pedesiol, so
to speak, as arl, Hollsson challenges the received
system of values and the principles that govern art
exhibited in the museum’s exhibition spaces, on
collections, the exhibition spaces and the confext of
the same. The present exhibition is a journey that
explores inner values as well as o journey through
the center of Reykjavik. Bon voyoge!
