Autumn Bulbs |l

This autumn, Reykjavik Art Museum for the
second time holds a group exhibition of new
artin public spaces. The works of eight artists
appear in a diverse and novel fashion around
the city and in the communal spaces modern
technology has to offer. This includes perfor-
mances, interventions and various happen-
ings which echo the communal space, the
public domain, streets, squares and buildings
which we share. The subject matters of the
eight participating artists vary but they all
have in common that they illuminate or ask
questions about the daily life of locals and
visitors in the city. They revolve around the
line between private and public space, owner-
ship and freedom as well as getting people to
stop, look around and gain a new perception
of their environment. Inevitably, the works
incorporate the societal changes which have
taken place this year, regarding daily interac-
tion and habits in epidemic times. Some of
the works will only be performed once but
others have alonger or more frequent exis-
tence. The programme can be found in this
catalogue, on the museum's social media and
its activity calendar.

Gigja Jonsdattir (b. 1991) exhibits her work
Intimacy in three acts and grand finale. This
consists of performances and installations
appearing around the city. In her work, Gigja
explores the boundaries between public and
private spaces, taboos and unrestrained
emotions, and celebrates the universally hu-
man need for intimacy in unprecented times.
The work is partly interactive, the public is
encouraged to watch and activate it. A few
years ago, Gunnhildur Hauksdaéttir (b.
1972) became fascinated with the language
of rats and this is her first work based on her
research. Rats emit sixteen different sounds
to express happiness, in a frequency unde-
tectable by the human ear. They name each
other and play games according to rules
which they express with sounds as their lives
are mostly lived in darkness. Gunnhildur has
assembled a voice file for human voices, with
reference to the happy squeaks of rats, cre-
ating The Rat Choir. Haraldur Jénsson (b.
1961) makes equal use of various media. In
his works he explores phenomena regarding
the human body, our perception of the world,
emotions, language and that whichis cre-
ated in the spaces between. His work acti-
vates its location in different ways and often
offers a close connection with the audience,

which then become an organic part of the
work. His audio work, Rendezvous, is located
in three places within the city. Kolbrin béra
Love (b. 1989) has created web installation
Nebulous Heaps which is also a publish-

ing work. Itis the results of a conversation
with philosopher Timothy Morton, focus-
ing on the inaccessibility of things, man's
limited perception and his connection to his
environment. The work can be found on the
website www.nebulousheaps.com.

The value of artin public spaces has been
transformed throughout time; statues and
sculptures are gradually becoming more or
less invisible when competing with dramati-
cally increasing visual stimuliin the environ-
ment. Magnus Sigurdarson (b. 1966) asks
questions about the line between experience
and interpretation, reality and virtual reality,
daily life and art experience. OOPS! 2020 is

a temporary intervention into the city's street
scene, something which viewers will either
enjoy aesthetically or as a mundane deviation
from their daily routine. Ragnheidur Maisol
Sturludéttir (b. 1983) has this to say: "My
neighbour regularly airs her sheets, blankets
and duvets. | watch her out the window while |
do the dishes. Actually, we are doing the same
thing; rinsing and resetting. Getting rid of old
energy to make room for new one. However,
her actions are more impressive than mine.
She dusts the sheets off the balcony and for
amoment, this mundane activity transforms
into a magnificent spectacle which makes me
lose track of time while washing the dishes.”
Ragnheiour's performance, Air, will take place
onabalcony in an apartment block. Résa
Sigrian Jonsdéttir (b. 1962) has worked a lot
with textile in her works; for example installa-
tions where textile sculptures and threads take
the space over. She has developed thoughts
and experiments with various manifestations
of lines. Here, Résa Sigrun paints a woolly
thread with neon colours which eagerly cap-
ture the daylight, and then she dips the thread
in glue which itabsorbs. She then makes the
wet thread fall randomly on a hard surface
where it dries, creating a line drawing. This way,
she has created a pile of drawings which can
be seen merging in one at Alfheimar. Styrmir
Orn Gudmundsson (b. 1984) also takes over a
whole wall, which he paints under the influence
of a starry sky. Styrmir Orn often incorporates
narratives in his works which take diverse form
such as drawings, painting, sculpture, perfor-
mances and even music and dance. The mural
will be activated with a performance which
marks the start of Autumn Bulbs II.
