Now Nordic

This landmark exhibition of contemporary
design from the five Nordic countries, aims to
showcase the commonalities and contrasts
between the modern design cultures of Nor-
way, Finland, Sweden, Denmark and Iceland.
The exhibition is a result of an investigation by
the Danish based Adorno International Design
Collaboration, which works at promoting de-
sign internationally. For many people, ‘Nordic'
has become a shorthand term for unadorned
simplicity, clean functionality and natural ma-
terials —but does the label still hold true?

Developed in collaboration with leading cura-
tors from each of the participating countries,
Now Nordic presents collectible pieces from
emerging and established designers working
at the intersection of art, design and craft.
Encompassing five design collections; one
from each of the five Nordic design scenes,
and six short films, the project aims to intro-
duce international audiences to the variety,
scope and ambition of Nordic design today
—and to explore whether the characteristics
that have historically defined it are still evident
in our increasingly globalised creative culture.
The short films add depth to the exhibition as
they consist of interviews with participating
designers, curators and other experts from
the Nordic countries.

In 2018 the Now Nordic exhibition was
presented at Chart Art Fair, Copenhagen in
August, and at London Design Fair during
London Design Festival in September. The
exhibition at the Reykjavik Art Museum is held
in relation with DesignMarch in Reykjavik.
