For whatever reason
that prompted us to locate here, itis of little
consequence. So is being acutely aware of
our own selves in unfamiliar situations or hav-
ing a sensation of being misunderstood when
we communicate, in particular during verbal
exchanges. With time passing we do not feel
interrupted as much, as long as we persist on
our activities as artists. Perhaps there are still
misunderstandings; perhaps they are not as
distinct as misinterpretation of spoken words.
Perhaps. But this much is clear; being an artist
is vital to us in making sense of things and
communicating.

Athome inlceland is where we make our
contributions professionally as artists. But we
are also teachers, managers, architects, con-
servators and freelance technicians. Our lives
here are not points in time but centres of spi-
ralling circles that collide, overlap and merge
into other spirals. We take what we inherited
in our pasts to witness our presents. We have
learned to work in solitude and resisted count-
less circumstances. We will continue to learn
toresist the yet unimaginable circumstance.
In the meantime, as we have been doing, we
still sing, praise, curse and swear in every
language we know.

Anna Hallin was bornin 1965 in Olofstrom,

a municipality located in the south of Sweden.
She studied ceramics and received her
masters degree in Sweden at Gothenburg
University and later, her second MFA in
Studio Arts from Mills College in Oakland,
California, USA. She has been living and
working in Iceland since 2001.

Claudia Hausfeld was bornin 1980 in Berlin,
Germany. She lived in Switzerland and
Denmark before moving to Iceland in 2010.
She studied photography at Zurich University
of the Arts and received a BA in visual arts
fromthe Iceland Academy of the Arts.

Jeannette Castioni was bornin 1968in
Verona, Italy. She studied at the Academy

of Painting in Bologna, Italy. After moving to
Iceland in 2004, she continued her studies at
the Iceland Academy of the Arts where she re-
ceived her BA. Later she completed her MFA
at Goldsmith's College, London.

Joris Rademaker was bornin 1958 in the
small town of Eersel, The Netherlands. He
completed his art education in Mollerinstituut,
Tilburg and at AKI Academy of Art and Design,
Enschede in The Netherlands.

Rebecca Erin Moran was bornin 1976 in
Greeleyin Colorado, USA. After she com-
pleted her BFA studies at the School of the
Art Institute of Chicago, Moran moved and
lived in The Netherlands before taking up
residence inIceland in 2005.

Sari Maarit Cedergren was bornin 1965

in Kauniainen, a small town near Helsinki,
Finland. Cedergren moved tolcelandin
1986 and has been living and working here
since. She acquired her visual arts studies at
Konstfack and KTH School of Architecture
in Stockholm, at the Academy of Fine Arts in
Helsinkiand at The Icelandic Arts and Crafts
College in Reykjavik.

Theresa Himmer was bornin 1976 in Aarhus,
Denmark. Her first degree, a masters in archi-
tecture, was completed at the Aarhus School
of Architecture. She expanded her focus

into visual art and completed her MFA at the
School of Visual Arts, which was followed by
the Independent Study Program at the Whit-
ney Museum of American Art, both in New
York, USA. Himmer moved to Iceland in 2005.



Greater Iceland places a group of contem-
porary artists together who share firstand
foremost the fact that sometimes in the past
they relocated to Iceland. Still today they
single-mindedly make their art despite doubts
and circumstances. The idea for the exhibi-
tionis prompted on a hunch that something
needs to be told about these artists and their
commitments to art and involvements in the
local visual art community. After all, this flux of
artistic energies occurs in many cities in the
rest of the world.

For the exhibition, the artists have had the
liberty to choose what they want to exhibit.
The effect might be like hearing several mother
tongues spoken at the same time. Greater-
Iceland could be a place where art unravels
ineffable feelings and "transcribes” concepts
into images, each for itself rather than solitary.

The nuance ininterpreting the Greater part of
the exhibition title hints on the diversity that
has been presenting itself to the Icelandic art
scene for many decades. To name artists who
have adopted Iceland as their home and left
impressions, many local art authorities would
unanimously agree on Dieter Roth (born 1930
in Germany, died 1998 in Switzerland), who
moved to Iceland in late 1950's and became
an Icelandic citizen. Great-Iceland is thus

the potentials of these artists, their unique
insights, their contributions.

Yean Fee Quay, curator

Quay was bornin 1969 in Singapore and
moved to Iceland in 2000. She received
her BFA from Pratt Institute and MFA from
School of Visual Arts, both in New York City.
She held curatorial positions at the SVA
Galleries in New York and the Singapore Art
Museum. She has been with the Reykjavik
Art Museum since 2006.
